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	Curriculum Intent
	At Distington Community School children are taught about the importance of being active. We promote the importance of physical activity and the need to be active for life, highlighting that sports, fitness and healthy eating have many long-lasting benefits. 
All children receive a minimum of 2 hours of timetabled PE per week as part of our broader curriculum. Our inclusive approach to the teaching of PE will engage all children within lessons. Staff will confidently be able to make reasonable adjustments within lessons, that enable all children to make progress and enjoy being active. We aim to motivate all of our children, inspiring a lifelong love of participation in sport and physical activity. 
We aim to provide our children with the opportunity to develop their skills within and engage with as many different sports during their time at Distington Community School as possible, allowing children to find sports – which they have a clear passion for. We also promote opportunities for children to participate in such activities outside of the school setting. Our curriculum will build on the fundamental skills developed through the EYFS and KS1, with skills-based activities being developed through mini games during Lower Key Stage 2 before progressing to more specific game situations throughout Upper Key Stage 2. Providing children with the opportunity to collaborate with others during team games as well as developing a tactical skill and understanding.
Staff with a sound understanding of the PE curriculum deliver lessons that motivate and inspire less-active children to increase their levels of activity through enjoyment and a love of learning. As children progress through school, their progress and skill levels are closely monitored and their achievements are celebrated through reference to the school games values, verbal feedback, celebration of achievements and communication with parents.
We promote and engage with both an elite and an inclusive competition calendar, which enables children to participate in a range of sporting competitions and festivals of fun against other schools and children - who are at a similar level to themselves - demonstrating an awareness that sport is open to everyone. In addition, SEN children will have the opportunity to engage in inclusive Panathlon events. We also offer a number of extra-curricular sporting activities across the school year.
The 3 strands of social, cognitive and physical aspects of PE are developed as expected throughout the children’s school career. Staff use high quality modelling of skills to be learnt and we regularly invite external specialist coaches in to school to lead PE sessions, supporting both children and staff (CPD) with the development of their knowledge and skills in PE.
Staff set high expectations for themselves with the use of appropriate equipment and PE kit for lessons as an example of love of learning and being active for life.  

	Curriculum Implementation

	PRIORITY 1: To ensure that there are consistently good levels of teaching in PE across all year groups, where PE is accessible to all and opportunities are provided for the development of knowledge, understanding and skill level. 

· Consistently good teaching of PE demonstrated by all staff (CTs/STAs) to ensure the continued development of children’s knowledge of skills across all areas of the curriculum.
· Effective support provided for staff (CTs/STAs) to develop the teaching of be and build individual confidences. 
· Provide high quality CPD for staff (CT/STA) when required to build confidence and enthusiasm when it comes to the delivery of PE. Particularly within areas of weakness.
· Ensure that PE lessons are structured and follow a clear sequence to develop skills through monitoring.
· Ensure that all staff have a clear understanding of how to question children within a PE lesson, provide training and support where required. (Reasons for warm up/cool down and making links between skills and previous learning/different sports.)
· Regular effective support for staff from experienced leaders and teachers.
· Effective monitoring of PE throughout the year to support the development and ensure high quality teaching and learning for all children.
· High quality CPD for identified areas of development.
· Promote regular communication with PE lead/staff and SENCO to develop inclusivity within PE lessons.
· A supportive environment that allows staff to develop professionally. 

PRIORITY 2: To develop the whole school PE curriculum, to demonstrate a clear progression of both knowledge and skills across the whole primary curriculum. (Reflecting the recent updated from Get Set 4 PE.’)
· Subject lead to clearly develop a whole school curriculum map for PE which draws on the resources available as part of ‘Get Set 4 PE’ and reflects engagement in inter-school competition.
· Subject lead to develop the whole school PE curriculum to ensure a progression of knowledge and skills.
· Subject lead to update school curriculum statements in line with updates to the curriculum.
· Subject lead to update and develop our school sports offer, sharing all key information on school website.
· Subject lead to share updates to the curriculum with staff and support with CPD/training where required.
· Subject Lead to develop a consistent approach to assessment for PE, which is linked to school curriculum and ‘Get Set 4 PE’ and enables staff to track and monitor progress clearly. (Feeding into termly SP assessment.)
· Subject lead to work with staff including SENDCO to ensure PE lessons are inclusive.

PRIORITY 3: To develop more opportunities for structured outdoor play, particularly during break and lunch times. 

· Provision of appropriate resources and equipment to support structured outdoor play.
· Training of School Sports Crew and School Sports Leaders to provide games and activities for other children during break and lunch times.
· Training of staff to monitor and support School Sports Leaders with activities.
· Subject lead to monitor break and lunchtimes to identify successes, needs and improvements.
· Subject lead/staff to provide lunchtime activities/clubs for groups of children.
· Subject lead to work with SENDCO to continue the development of our outdoor area.
PRIORITY 4: To ensure that at least 75% of our Year 6 children can achieve the national curriculum requirements for swimming by the end of KS2.
· Year 4 and Year 6 children receiving 10 hours of swimming lessons during the autumn term.
· Year 3 and Year 5 children receiving 10 hours of swimming lessons during the spring term.
· Year 2 children to receive 5 hours of swimming lessons during the spring term.
· Regular monitoring of swimming record sheets and the swimming level (certificates) awarded at the end of each period of swimming.
· Year 5/6 to attend water safety sessions as part of their swimming lessons.
· Engage with ‘Swim Safe’ open water swimming sessions, specifically for more confident and able swimmers in Years 4 to 6 (if available.)
· More able/confident swimmers taking part in the small schools swimming gala during the summer term. 


	Curriculum Impact

	The impact of achieving these priorities will include:
· Through monitoring teaching of PE, which is consistently good. 
· Lessons will be developed so that children have an understanding of the skills they have learnt in PE, and they will be able to explain where they might have used these skills previously.
· A clearly developed whole school curriculum will be in place.
· A supportive and meaningful assessment/tracking system will have been implemented, which reflects the whole school PE curriculum. 
· All PE lessons and sports activities will be inclusive and accessible for all children.
· Children will be engaged in meaningful play activities and will be active during break and lunch times.
· School Sports Crew and School Sports Leaders will take and active role in the development and PE and sport across our school.
· Increased levels of activity are promoted using the Moki activity trackers. (Weekly prizes.)
· Less active children will be supported to become more active, some extra -curricular activities may be targeted.
· Increased levels of participation of less able and SEND children in festivals of fun and competition. (Panathlon events.)
· 75% of children achieving national curriculum requirements for swimming by end of Year 6.
